
Curriculum Overview 
Students attend Vega College for three days per week and their mainstream school for the remaining two days. During their time at Vega College, they receive daily GCSE instruction in Mathematics, English Language, English Literature, and Science. Our provision supports students in Years 9 to 11, ensuring full coverage of the curriculum for each core subject.
We work in close partnership with mainstream schools to prioritise subject content and maintain consistency. All lessons are delivered by subject specialists, and as part of Leger Education Trust, our teachers benefit from regular opportunities to collaborate with other subject experts and Leaders of Education. In addition, we work alongside Doncaster Local Authority, enabling us to receive constructive feedback on our curriculum offer, celebrate successes, and identify areas for further development. Our commitment is to continually strive for excellence for the benefit of our students.
Students also participate in a daily Personal Development session, which includes PSHE, Citizenship, Beliefs and Values, Life Skills, Sport, and Careers. This programme is designed in collaboration with mainstream schools to ensure compliance with statutory Key Stage 4 PSHE requirements. Additional subjects are incorporated to address any gaps resulting from time away from mainstream provision. The programme also embeds SMSC and British Values and is accredited through ASDAN and AQA Credits.
For the academic year 2025–2026, Vega College has been approved as an NCFE examination centre, enabling students to study Level 2 Equality and Diversity. In 2026–2027, students will also undertake Level 2 Nutrition and Health.
Assessment is integral to our approach. Students complete weekly exam-style questions in core subjects, and staff use this data to determine whether students are working below, at, or above their target grades. At the end of each term, students receive detailed feedback outlining their current grade, strengths (What Went Well) and areas for improvement (Even Better If). Daily retrieval activities are embedded to reinforce prior learning and address gaps. Live feedback is provided in lessons, and students respond using purple pen to demonstrate progress and inform future planning. This process clearly evidences prior knowledge and areas requiring support.
Comprehensive long-term, medium-term, and short-term plans for all subjects are available upon request and published on our website.

Curriculum Intent
Our primary aim is to equip students with the knowledge, skills, and understanding required to achieve success in GCSE examinations across their core subjects. However, we recognise that success is not solely defined by academic outcomes. We also measure success through student attendance, engagement, well-being, and pride in their achievements.
Through regular accreditation opportunities such as AQA Credits and ASDAN, we seek to build students’ confidence and self-esteem. Our Personal Development Programme is designed to provide essential knowledge and skills for life beyond school, including 

strategies for staying safe, maintaining a healthy lifestyle, developing cultural awareness, and appreciating diversity. It also incorporates practical elements such as financial planning for the future.
The introduction of Level 2 qualifications offers students the opportunity to leave Vega College at the end of Year 11 having already achieved at least one nationally recognised qualification, further enhancing their prospects.
Above all, our overarching intention is to create an environment in which students feel welcome, valued, and belonging. We aspire for every student to develop high expectations for themselves, achieve their best in examinations, and leave Vega College prepared for future success. We take pride in fostering a culture where students celebrate their achievements, build meaningful friendships, and develop aspirations for life beyond education.

Curriculum Implementation
Our curriculum is delivered by a dedicated team of subject specialists. All teaching staff engage in regular Continuing Professional Development (CPD) to ensure they meet the requirements of the National Curriculum and examination board specifications. As part of Leger Education Trust, staff collaborate with colleagues and educational leaders across Doncaster to share best practice and enhance teaching and learning.
Quality assurance is a key component of our provision. We are regularly reviewed by both Leger Education Trust and Doncaster Local Authority, who provide constructive feedback to maintain and improve the standard of our educational offer.
Our planning structure ensures clarity and progression:
· Long-Term Plans outline the curriculum content students will cover during their time at Vega College.
· Medium-Term Plans detail learning objectives for individual sessions.
· Feedback on student work is aligned with examination board mark schemes and focuses on identifying strengths and areas for improvement. Students act upon feedback during lessons and engage in retrieval activities to reinforce prior learning and address gaps.
The Personal Development Programme is delivered by a specialist team and covers all statutory aspects of PSHE. It also includes Beliefs and Values, promoting understanding and appreciation of the multicultural society in which we live. Students learn about major world faiths and celebrate festivals such as Diwali, Harvest, and Eid. Life Skills sessions prepare students for independence by teaching career planning, budgeting, and healthy meal preparation on a budget. This programme is accredited through ASDAN and AQA Credits.
We embed Spiritual, Moral, Social, and Cultural (SMSC) development throughout the curriculum. An SMSC Calendar, available on request, highlights events such as religious 

festivals, Black History Month, and International Women’s Day. Weekly sessions include discussions on global news and local events, fostering cultural awareness and critical thinking.

Curriculum Impact
Our core subject provision ensures that students study GCSE English Language, English Literature, Mathematics, and Science, with full curriculum coverage to prepare them thoroughly for Year 11 examinations. The impact of this approach is that students develop the confidence and resilience required to sit national examinations under formal conditions, enabling them to achieve their full potential and approach future assessments with assurance.
We use assessment data, including target grades, to provide appropriately challenging work. Individual examination arrangements—such as extra time, use of a laptop, reader, scribe, larger print, overlays, coloured paper, and SEND considerations—are fully integrated into our planning. Termly data analysis informs targeted interventions to help students meet or exceed their expected outcomes.
The impact of our Personal Development Programme is significant. Students engage with a broad range of topics, including Careers, Citizenship, Local History, First Aid, Health and Nutrition, Financial Literacy, Mental Health, Law, Cooking on a Budget, Substance Awareness, Sexual Health, Relationships, Online Safety, and essential Life Skills such as securing accommodation. This programme builds confidence, resilience, and positive relationships, while promoting academic achievement through accreditation and preparing students for life beyond college.
Through our intentional approach to Personal Development, we ensure that students are not only equipped for academic success but also for a fulfilling, productive, and responsible life beyond the classroom. Our SMSC events aim to develop compassionate, informed, and engaged citizens who contribute positively to society. Citizenship lessons reinforce British Values, fostering a strong sense of community, active engagement, tolerance, and respect for diverse cultures and beliefs. At Vega College, we are committed to sustaining a culture that champions British Values, ensuring our students become well-rounded individuals ready to thrive in a diverse society.
Additionally, we provide regular opportunities for students to participate in off-site enrichment activities, including team-building exercises such as den building, fire making, orienteering, and creative workshops. These experiences encourage curiosity, broaden horizons, and inspire students to explore the world beyond their immediate environment.
